A massive built-in linen cabinet in the
sitting room, although originally in the bath,
appears as it would have in Gilbert’s day.

Notice the influence of Parish-Hadley—the design
firm of Sister Parish and Albert Hadley—renowned
for her surprising combinations and his subtlety.
