Laundry rooms are well suited to bulk
storage located up high. Whatabout add-
ing open shelving over the doorway and
across the top of your laundry room. If
you use commercial or wire rack shelving,
it will double nicely for hanging clothes as
they come out of the dryer. Cabinels over
the washer and dryer offer ideal storage
for laundry detergent and cleaning sup-
plies, up away from small children,

Note that front-loading washers offer a
smaller footprint and some models can be
stacked with dryers to free up more space
for storage cabinets. Some of the front-
loading machines offer storage under the
units or pull out storage beside the units.
One other item to consider in the laundry
room is a built-in ironing board or one
that pulls out from a cabinet drawer. If
there’s no broom closet, make sure you
install a hanging device designed to hold
